Paper #1 
Write a 3-4 page literary analysis paper that supports your interpretation of a text assigned in class or available in the folder titled “Paper #1 Sources” on Blackboard. In order to write this paper, answer the following question: 

How does the author use literary devices to best illustrate their message?

[bookmark: _GoBack]In order to answer the question completely, use evidence (quote and cite) from the text to support your analysis. Your thesis needs to include your interpretation of the text and how you intend to support that interpretation throughout your paper.  

In this paper, I will be looking for:
· Solid thesis statement
· Topic sentences that connect back to the thesis statement
· Literary analysis (identification of literary elements and their importance in understanding the message of the poem)
· Solid paragraph structure
· Accurate citations
· Sentence-level control

Final draft requirements:
· 3-4 (full) pages long. 
· Typed in 12 point Times New Roman, with 1” margins, double-spaced, and stapled. 
· Include page numbers, a header on the left side of your first page (single-spaced), and a running header with your last name and page number. 
· A title that is unique to the argument you are making.
· A correctly formatted Works Cited page at the end of your paper.


Schedule
· Outline [Due Thursday, February 22nd]: Bring an outline to class. Outlines need to include a thesis statement, at least 3 topic sentences, and an indication of what evidence will be used to support the topic sentences. Bring a printed copy to class. 
· Rough Draft [Due Tuesday, February 27th]: Bring three (3) physical copies to class. Your rough draft for this paper should have at least 3 body paragraphs (as well as an introduction).
· Final Draft [Due Thursday, March 8th]: Bring one (1) physical copy to class. Submit one copy to Blackboard.
